Dos Palos City Council Minutes
May 21, 2019
A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 6:02 pm in the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California on Tuesday, May 21, 2019.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Hogue.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call: Acting City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding all five City Councilmembers present: Mayor April Hogue, Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner, Councilmember Michael McGlynn, Councilmember Thomas Pigg, and Councilmember Debbie Orlando.

5. Public Forum:  No one requested to speak.
B.  COMMENDATIONS, PRESENTATIONS, & PROCLAMATIONS: 
1. Members of the California Health Collaborative of Merced and Fresno made a presentation advocating laws to restrict the sale of flavored tobacco and vaping products among youth and near schools.  Mayor Hogue asked that the council consider such an Ordinance in the future.  City Manager Fonseca said staff will research it and suggested that the group also consider making a presentation to the School Board. 
2. A presentation by the Police Department was postponed.

3. A proclamation honoring the 96th Annual D.E.S. Celebration was presented to 2019 Queen Makenna Silveira and Little Queen Ashlyn Powers.

4. A proclamation honoring the 123rd Annual Decoration Service at the Dos Palos Cemetery will be presented on Memorial Day.

2. It was moved by Mayor pro Tem Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to approve the Pre-Paids for March 2019 meeting.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.

D.   UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

1. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Orlando to Authorize the Director of Public Works to Solicit Bids for a Public Works/Utilities Vehicle suggesting a used small pickup, not to exceed $2,000.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.
2. It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Authorize an Engineering RFQ (Request for Quotations) for the Federal CMAQ (Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program) Valeria Sidewalk Project.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.
3. Following a staff report, it was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Lerner to Introduce Ordinance 424 which Allows for the Establishment of Undergrounding Districts in the Municipal Code.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows:  AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.  The first Public Hearing was opened at 6:32 pm.  No one requested to speak.  The first Public Hearing was closed at 6:33 pm.  It was then moved by Mayor pro Tem Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Waive the First Reading of Ordinance 424.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows:  AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.
4. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Adopt Resolution 2019-06 Establishing Blossom Street Undergrounding District Number 1 for use of Rule 20A Funds.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows:  AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.
5. It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Adopt Resolution 2019-07 Denies PG&E Request for Deviation from Electric Rule 20A in Accordance with G.O. 96-B, Section 9.2.3 to reallocate approximately $3,899 from the City of Dos Palos to the City of Live Oak.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows:  AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES: None; ABSTENTIONS: None; ABSENT: None.
E.   CORRESPONDENCE, EVENTS, & REPORTS:  Various reports were presented.
1. The monthly Water and Wastewater Utilities report was presented.

2. City Engineer Pecchenino reported on the Water Plant construction application. 
3. February 2019 Unemployment Rates:  Dos Palos 10.8%, Los Banos 13.5%.
4. Councilmember McGlynn thanked everyone who wished him well during his recent surgery.

He also thanked everyone who bought tickets to the recent successful                             Lions Club/YMI/Dos Palos Radio joint fundraiser.

5. Councilmember Orlando asked about council microphones.  Staff said it could be added for consideration in the City Budget now in preparation.  Councilmember Orlando asked for an update on broadcasting or recording of council meetings.  Staff reported that MCAG is also looking into it and will report back.  Councilmember McGlynn said he would inquire about having Dos Palos Radio carry the meetings.  Councilmember Orlando asked why Public Works picked up 23 shopping carts.  The City Manager replied that he had directed it be done along with the annual city-wide cleanup in anticipation of the DES Parades, High School Graduation, and Car Show.  Councilmember Orlando said, “Shouldn’t the stores be fined for it?”  The City Manager said, “Perhaps the offenders, those taking them off of store property should be cited.” City Attorney Amaral said “Los Banos also picks up carts, but I’ll check whether they charge a fee for it.” Chief McEachin was asked to explore the legality of charging stores and individuals for removing shopping carts off store lots.  Councilmember Orlando asked Chief McEachin to also look into (alleged) drug dealing by State Market employees behind their store with homeless people.  
6. Councilmember Pigg said the FFA Banquet is tomorrow at the Del Hale Hall and the Lions Club will be barbecuing Hamburgers and Hot Dogs at the American Legion Hall on Memorial Day.

7. Finance Director Sousa reported that having Dewayne Jones back part-time as Fire Marshal enables the city to conduct fire inspections and weed abatements.  She also reported that, as requested by the City Council during labor negotiations, City Hall hours will be changed in June on a trial basis, with City Hall open from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm (the change being that it will also be open from 12 noon to 1:00 pm) during the lunch hour, with the door continuing to be closed at 4:00 pm.  City Manager Fonseca said that occasionally, the window will also be open until 4:30 pm if staff is available.  City Hall will continue to be accessible by the very popular drive through window until 5:00 pm on the 20th of each month (last day to pay water bills without late fees).
8. City Manager Fonseca reported that he wrote a letter of support for a Fire Training Facility in Los Banos (included in the agenda packet), that the Housing Element is out to bid, that the former Dos Palos Hospital is currently in Plan Check as a proposed Assisted Living and Memory Care Center, that the Family Dollar store is under construction and its signage will go before Planning Commission on June 2nd, that a City-County Relations Committee Dinner will be held in Merced on June 11th, and that the owners of The Palm and the Palm Car Wash are in the audience and he wanted to compliment them for both the quality of their food and the business service they provide to the community. 

9. Mayor Hogue encouraged everyone to attend the 123rd Annual Decoration Service at the Cemetery on Memorial Day.
10. Council was in recess from 7:15 pm to 7:20 pm.

The motion passed 5-0 as follows:  AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando; NOES:  None; ABSTENTIONS:  None; ABSENT:  None.
3. Finance Director Sousa distributed the first draft of the City Budget for consideration and reviewed various changes from last year.  None of the councilmembers had any questions.  Director Sousa asked that the councilmembers review the draft and it will be discussed further at the next meeting.
