Dos Palos City Council Minutes
September 15, 2020
A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 5:59 pm in the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California on Tuesday, September 15, 2020.  Participants were live and in person, maintained six-foot distancing, and wore facecovering masks as required by the Governor and Health Department Orders as the COVID-19 Corona Virus pandemic continued worldwide.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call:  City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding all five City Councilmembers present: Mayor April Hogue, Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner, Councilmember Michael McGlynn, Councilmember Thomas Pigg, and Councilmember Debbie Orlando.

4. Urgency Additions or Deletions:  None.
5. Public Forum:  Patti Dossetti of Merced County requested public input for a Grant application she is working on to make improvements at O’Banion Park.  Anne Krippner Falaschi asked “Who’s in charge of replacing the flags flying out front?”  Staff replied that the flags are already scheduled for replacement tomorrow.

D.   UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
1. Aron Galli of Central Valley Internet of Los Banos reported that he still wants to place his equipment on the City Water Tower.  Staff has been in contact with Mr. Galli, with related information that the School District is moving forward with its placement of three communiciations towers, at the High School, Dos Palos Y, and at Westside campus in South Dos Palos; and that any placement on the City Water Tower will require $1 million insurance liability per incident, and $2 million aggregate, both naming the City as an additional insured.  Staff reminded the council that unless Mr. Galli’s firm can provide some type of exclusive service, any other vendor can make the same request.  Galli said he will talk to the Police Chief about providing services.  Action is expected at the next meeting.
2. A COVID-19 virus update was distributed and discussed.

3. Staff presented the League of California Cities “Temporary Sidewalk Use Permit” requirements.  It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to adopt the Temporary Sidewalk Use Permit Requirements. She replied, “I don’t like it.”
4. City Manager Fonseca announced that he intended to fill the vacant Fire Marshal position in the near future as soon as a qualified candidate is found.  It is being advertised now.  Council member Orlando asked if that will increase city costs.  Finance Director Sousa reported that it will actually save money and increase customer response flexibility because the position holder can cover building inspections instead of the contracted CSG.  Mayor Hogue asked about code enforcement.  Chief McEachin explained the police side of code enforcement and how they have worked down from a four page list of complaints to just the current calls.
