A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 6:01 pm in the City Council Chambers of the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor pro Tem Alice Thompson.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call: Acting City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding all five City Councilmembers present:  Mayor April Hogue, Mayor pro Tem Alice Thompson, Councilmember Joe Lerner, Councilmember Michael McGlynn, and Councilmember Thomas Pigg.

C.   CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to approve the Minutes for December 20, 2016.  The motion passed 5-0.  AYES:  Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.
2. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded Councilmember Lerner to approve the Pre-Paids for December 2016.  The motion passed 5-0.  AYES:  Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.

3. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to approve the Warrants for January 2017.  The motion passed 5-0.  AYES:  Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.
D.   UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

1.  It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Waive the Second Reading of Ordinance 412 – Adopting by reference, the California Code of Regulations - California Building Standards Code, Parts 1-12.  The motion passed 5-0.  AYES:  Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  The Second Public Hearing was opened at 6:07 pm.  No one requested to speak.  The Second Public Hearing was closed at 6:08 pm.  It was then moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Adopt Ordinance 412.  The motion passed 5-0.  AYES:  Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.
2. Utilities Director Rickey Marshall presented the Monthly Water & Wastewater Report and Water Usage Report.
3. A written Stop Signs Survey was submitted by Chief of Police Barry Mann recommending no changes in the current two way stops at Loraine Street & Frank Avenue, at Loraine Street and California Avenue, and at Loraine Street & Golden Gate Avenue.  Councilmember Pigg said that the stop signs control the wrong side.   Staff reported that each of the Avenues are controlled with stops because traffic on Loraine already must slow to cross the storm drain gutters.  Councilmember McGlynn commented that because cars slow at the storm drain gutters, traffic on the Avenues believe it is a four way stop and proceed out of turn.  The council asked that Chief Mann review the area again and that it be brought back at the next meeting or a meeting in the near future.  Staff reported that the intersection of Norton Avenue and Olive Street will be the subject of a future report as well.

7. Public Safety Director Jones reported on recent EOC meetings for storm preparation.

8. City Attorney Amaral said the M.L.K. event gets better every year.

9. Councilmember McGlynn complimented Public Works for their handling of recent rains and storm drainage, and complimented Mayor pro Tem Thompson and her committee for a successful 10th Annual Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. March and Celebration.
10. Mayor pro Tem Thompson thanked everyone who attended the MLK event, especially the police, and the Mayor for singing.
11. Councilmember Lerner asked about the Code Enforcer position (it’s still open).

12. The Council was reminded to complete a State-mandated Ethics requirement.

13. Chief Mann reported that while no murders occurred in Dos Palos in 2016, 

we already have one in January 2017.

14. Mayor Hogue said the Dr. Martin Luther King event was fun, that Alice did a good job, that Youth Basketball late registration closes at noon, January 23rd, and invited everyone to attend a Town Hall meeting, 5-7 pm, Wednesday, January 25 at the Scout Hut.
