Dos Palos City Council Minutes
July 21, 2020
A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 6:00 pm in the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California on Tuesday, July 21, 2020.  Participants were live and in person, maintained six-foot distancing, and 100% wore facecovering (masks) as required by the Governor and Health Department Orders as the COVID-19 Corona Virus pandemic continued worldwide.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call: Acting City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding all five City Councilmembers present: Mayor April Hogue, Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner, Councilmember Michael McGlynn, Councilmember Thomas Pigg, and Councilmember Debbie Orlando.

1. The COVID-19 (Novel Corona Virus Disease of 2019) worldwide pandemic was discussed.

Utilities Director Craig Hackett reported that algae levels in the California Aqueduct are less, staff is operating the Water Treatment Plant well, tanks are full, adequate water for fire suppression is available, and lab tests results show that our water quality is good.  City Engineer Garth Pecchenino reported progress on the City’s application for funding of a new water treatment plant.  Dana Bailey asked if that included going to well water instead of aqueduct water.  Staff reported that a supplemental application requests a well for emergencies or maintenance only, not for permanent use, as aqueduct water is of a much better quality most of the time.  Another woman in the audience said that water at her home was “nasty.”  Staff agreed to visit the site to help determine her problem.

It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Lerner to adopt an updated Water Conservation Program keeping Odd addresses watering on Tuesdays and Saturdays and Even addresses watering on Wednesdays and Sundays.
