Dos Palos City Council Minutes
March 20, 2018
A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 6:00 pm in the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Hogue.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call: Acting City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding four of the five City Councilmembers present: Mayor April Hogue, and Councilmembers: Joe Lerner, Michael McGlynn, and Thomas Pigg.  Mayor pro Tem Alice Thompson was absent due to the need for family presence concerning the hospitalization of her nephew Desmond Powers.
Others present included:  City Attorney Edward Amaral, Kaci Austin of Mid-Valley Disposal, City Manager/CEO/PC Darrell Fonseca, Frank Fountain, Utilities Director Rickey Marshall, Chief of Police Rich McEachin, Merced County Supervisor Jerry O’Banion, Debbie Orlando, City Engineer Garth Pecchenino, Jim Stofle CPA, and Jeanne Wagner.
4. Urgency Additions or Deletions:  It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to add items D-7 (Director of Public Safety) and D-8 (Septage).
5. Public Forum:  Kaci Austin of Mid-Valley Disposal said the firm is interested in providing refuse services and will be attending more meetings in the future.
B.  COMMENDATIONS, PRESENTATIONS, & PROCLAMATIONS:
1. Independent Auditor James M. Stofle, CPA, presented the 2016-2017 Annual Audits.  He reported that “The City is in good shape financially.  Staff has been a good predictor of how much revenue to budget and spend.”  The General Fund had a net surplus of $152,000.  He had only one internal control item, he would like to see the city develop a standard form for training travel reimbursements.  Like all California cities, pension costs are increasing.  Councilmember Pigg asked Mr. Stofle to explain how the stock market affects CalPERS retirement costs.

3. It was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Approve the February 2018 Pre-Paids.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

4. It was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Approve the March 2018 Warrants.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

5. It was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Approve the Minutes of February 20, 2018.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

6. It was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Deny a Claim by Gabriela Rodriguez.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

E.   NEW BUSINESS:
1. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Waive the Second Reading of Ordinance 418 to allow riding horses, parade animals, and 4-H and FFA project animals to move through the city; and requires cleanup of animal waste.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.  The Second Public Hearing was opened at 6:36 pm.  No one requested to speak.  The Second Public Hearing was closed at 6:37 pm.  It was then moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Adopt Ordinance 418.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.  The ordinance becomes effective April 20, 2018.
2. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Introduce Ordinance 419 to repeal the Regional Transportation Impact Fee Program, Repeal Project Study Lists, Repeal of RTIF Fee Rates, Repeal of Collection of RTIF Fees, and specifically repeal Ordinances 369, 379, 403, and 405.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.  A First Public Hearing was opened at 6:42 pm.  Jeanne Wagner asked about its effect on pothole repairs.  Staff briefly explained the council’s intent.  No one else requested to speak.  The First Public Hearing was closed at 6:45 pm.  It was then moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Waive the First Reading of Ordinance 418.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

3. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Adopt Resolution 2018-04 Approving the Allocation of Remaining RTIF funds based on contributions made by participating agencies (aka Option 3C), Approve the 2016 RTIF Study for participating agencies, and Rescind RTIF pursuant to Article 4.1 of the Implementation Agreement Authorizing MCAG to administer the RTIF.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.
4. It was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn
      to Authorize Staff to Conduct a Lottery if necessary and/or Award two Fireworks
      Sales Licenses per the Dos Palos Municipal Code after 12 noon, Thursday, March
      29, 2018, the last working day in March.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows:
      AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.
(Only two applications were received, from the Dos Palos Athletic Boosters and the Lighthouse Pentecostal Church of God, thus no lottery was necessary).

5. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Convert a currently vacant Police Officer position to a Police Sergeant position, creating a new job description, salary schedule with Step A beginning at $50,000 annually, and authorizing recruitment.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.
6. Following an amusing discussion, it was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Grant Permission to Leave the State of California without forfeiting his seat on the City Council to Councilmember McGlynn during the month of July 2018.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

7. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Adopt Resolution 2018-05-A Director of Public Safety 180 Day Wait Period Exemption.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.  It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Adopt Resolution 2018-05-B Agreement with Jerry Dewayne Jones as Director of Public Safety until October 28, 2018.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson. 

8. It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to Adopt Resolution 2018-06 Septage, Setting More Restrictive Rules Governing the Acceptance of Septage Discharge into the City’s Wastewater Facility or System, specifically no new septage haulers, the three existing septage haulers may continue until they fail to meet conditions expressed in the Dos Palos Municipal Code or fail to be licensed to operate locally for six months.  The motion passed 4-0-1 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  Thompson.

1. Various reports were given.

Chief Rich McEachin presented his first staff report:  Mid Valley IT (tech support) is now in place, Tasers have arrived and Reserve Officer Choi is being trained to train the department in their use, the Police Department is assisting the School District in developing an Active Shooter Protocol, and discussions are underway to restore a School Resource Officer paid by the school district.

3. Councilmember McGlynn reported that the Car Show will be held June 9.
4. Staff offered to help Councilmembers who haven’t yet filed their 700 Forms.  The deadline is April 2nd.
