Dos Palos City Council Minutes
June 16, 2020
A.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor April Hogue called a regular meeting of the Dos Palos City Council to order at 6:00 pm in the City-County Building at 1546-1554 Golden Gate Avenue in Dos Palos, California on Tuesday, June 16, 2020.  Participants were live and in person and maintained six-foot distancing as required by the Governor and Health Department Orders as the COVID-19 Corona Virus pandemic continued worldwide.
1. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner.
2. An Invocation was led by Councilmember Thomas Pigg.
3. Roll Call: Acting City Clerk Darrell Fonseca called the Roll finding all five City Councilmembers present: Mayor April Hogue, Mayor pro Tem Joe Lerner, Councilmember Michael McGlynn, Councilmember Thomas Pigg, and Councilmember Debbie Orlando.

5. Public Forum:  Rochelle Engle Meraz expressed disgust. Randy Miles said that traveling trash screens may help. Dana Bailey livestreamed the meeting on Facebook. Barbara Bianes asked about water rate increases and if East Blossom Street is on the Measure V repair list (it is #3), Mitchell Comer provided information. Donna Hendricks, Virginia Pierce, and Geraldine Chambers reported roosters and chickens.  Chief McEachin took down addresses. Mayor Hogue made a pitch for filling out the Census.  Michelle Comer said people would more likely conserve water if they knew that odd and even watering days helped the City receive grant funding and that filling out the census form (higher local population) means more money for city streets.  Donna Hendricks, Moy Meraz, and Natasha McCormack said that improved communication was needed. CM Darrell Fonseca, Utilities Director Craig Hackett, and City Engineer Garth Pecchenino provided information regarding the water system and credited Councilmember Orlando for coming up with the idea to create a City Facebook page for notifications. Pastor Martin Tapia encouraged everyone to work together.

It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Councilmember McGlynn to reopen the City Hall lobby to the public effective July 1, 2020 or as soon thereafter that plexiglass can be installed at the counter windows, and to encourage but not require masks unless mandated by the county or state.
