2. Director Rick Marshall presented the monthly water and wastewater Utilities monitoring report and water usage report.  City Engineer Garth Pecchenino reported that he and City Manager Fonseca are working on a grant to fund the replacement of sewer collection lines in conjunction with Self-Help Enterprises.

I.   FIRST BUDGET WORKSHOP:
1. The Council recalled into a committee of the whole.  Staff presented a summary of the Budget in formation.  Cutting $366,000 in special requests from city council, staff, and the public, (the wish list) there remains a $94,000 shortfall.  COPS funding is no longer available to fund one police officer position ($60,000), Merced County RAND funds ($27,500) are not currently available, there will be fewer Housing starts next year based on remaining buildable lots and expected permits, State Triple Flip Funds will no longer be available, and the part-time Animal Control/Code Enforcement position may have to be consolidated into a police officer position for that position to be maintained.  Councilmember Pigg expressed that he believed Staff is best prepared to recommend solutions to eliminating the shortfall.
J.   RECESS:  The meeting was recessed at 7:55 pm, Tuesday, April 18, 2017.
