4. Following discussion in which several options were considered, the council by consensus selected option 3 and included it in the following actions.  It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Orlando to Introduce Ordinance 423 not allowing various promotional devices including feather flags in the C-1 Central Business District, Downtown or Community Commercial District, but allowing in other commercial zones if planted or fixed in a non-pedestrian area.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.  The First Public Hearing was opened at 6:30 pm.  Tammi Orlando Merriman said, “I agree, businesses out in the country away from downtown should be allowed to use flags.” No one else requested to speak.  The First Public Hearing was closed at 6:31 pm.  It was then moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Lerner to Waive the Second Reading of Ordinance 423.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.  
5. It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Lerner to Authorize city staff to apply for a CMAQ Grant of approximately $330,000 with at least a 10% match requirement for construction of the Valeria Street Sidewalk Project, on the South side of Valeria Street, between Madera Avenue and Golden Gate Avenue, including improvements at the intersection of California Avenue.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.
6. It was moved by Mayor pro Tem Lerner and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to authorize the extension of a Temporary Public Works position for another three months ending on April 22, 2019.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.
7. It was moved by Councilmember Orlando and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Lerner to authorize the Chief of Police to solicit bids and select the lowest acceptable not to exceed $10,000 for the purchase of a used small pickup truck to mount an Animal Control unit.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.
8. It was moved by Councilmember McGlynn and seconded by Councilmember Pigg to Authorize the Director of Utilities to solicit bids for the purchase of a new Wastewater Sludge Pump and return the bids to the city council for selection.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES:  Hogue, Lerner, McGlynn, Pigg, and Orlando.  NOES: None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.
9. A proposed merit increase by the Director of Utilities is a personnel item that will be considered in Executive Closed Session at the next meeting.
10. By unanimous consent, Councilmembers McGlynn and Orlando were designated to serve as solid waste negotiators, to re-negotiate an agreement with (BFI/Allied) Republic Services.
11. By unanimous consent, Mayor pro Tem Lerner and Councilmembers Pigg were designated to serve as labor union negotiators, to re-negotiate a new MOU with the Dos Palos Miscellaneous Employees Association and the Dos Palos Police Officers Association.

12. Former Mayor Jerry Antonetti is the City’s current member of the Measure V Oversight Committee.  He is no longer available due to work out of state.  Staff asked the city council to consider nominating a new committee member.  City Manager Fonseca suggested that Supervisor Jerry O’Banion should be considered.  He was in the audience and said that he would consider it.  Nominations will be considered at the February meeting.
