6. Staff provided information on the Street and Sidewalk Priority and a financial update on Measure V funding to date.
7. Following a staff report, it was moved by Councilmember Pigg and seconded by Councilmember Lerner to Authorize the City Manager and City Engineer to        “Go Out To Bid” for a Downtown Sidewalk Project on the North side of Blossom Street between Lucerne Avenue and Center Avenue and on the East side of Center Avenue between Blossom Street and Marguerite Street AND to select and award the most responsible low bid received, reserving the right to reject all bids with justification.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.

8. Chief of Police Rich McEachin reported the 2017 Crime Statistics, updated progress on the Code Enforcement request list (See also Item L.-2. regarding the Mumby building) and summarized accomplishments in his first six months as Chief, including a new IT system and provider, equipping the officers with Tasers, establishing an SRO (School Resource Officer) program, developing an active shooter training program with the school district, and improvements in cooperation with the Sheriff’s Office and neighboring City Police Departments.  
9. Mayor Hogue indicated an interest in attending the 2018 League of California Cities Annual Conference in Long Beach September 12-15, 2018.  It was moved by Councilmember Lerner and seconded by Mayor pro Tem Thompson to Designate Mayor Hogue as the City’s Voting Delegate and Councilmembers McGlynn and Pigg as Alternates.  The motion passed 5-0 as follows: AYES: Hogue, Thompson, Lerner, McGlynn, and Pigg.  NOES:  None.  ABSENT:  None.  ABSTENTIONS:  None.  

10. Central San Joaquin Valley Risk Management Authority Board Member Darrell Fonseca provided a quarterly report, announced that Manuela Sousa will replace Dewayne Jones as the City’s Alternate Board Member, informed that he (Fonseca) has been appointed to the RMA’s Investment Subcommittee dealing with the organization’s assets of $67 million, and encouraged the council to consider investing at least $100,000 of the City of Dos Palos reserves in the RMA’s investment portfolio as it has a yield roughly twice that of LAIF (Local Agency Investment Fund).  About 20 city members currently participate in this investment.  Councilmember Lerner said, “Yes, that would be a good idea.”

1. The City Council, staff, Kassy Chauhan, and Spencer Supinger participated in a Water Workshop discussing issues pertaining to a new City Water Plant including:  design, grants, loans, fines, income survey, rate study, Proposition 218, and likely future water rate increases over five years.
2. Following information provided by Karen Adams, Merced County Treasurer-Tax Collector of the Notice of Intent to Sell 53 Tax-Defaulted Properties including the Mumby-Abbott Building in Dos Palos, by Public Internet Auction September 15-17, 2018, the City Council by Consensus authorized the Mayor to Sign a County Form expressing that the City of Dos Palos Does Not Object to the sale of these properties.  Mayor Hogue asked, “How much the Mumby property is listed for?  Staff replied, “One parcel has a minimum bid of $20,814, the other $5,891.”
