D.   UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

1. City Manager Fonseca and Director Sousa announced that the Wastewater JPA Refinancing closed yesterday, April 15, 2019, completing three months of staff work. They paid off the USDA debt, a 6% 1991 Series A Bond, and replaced it with a private placement at Opus Bank for 3%, eliminating one full year of payments, saving the City 15.85% or $278,054.00 over the remaining ten years, until October 15, 2029.
E.   CORRESPONDENCE, EVENTS, & REPORTS:  Various reports were presented.
1. The monthly water and wastewater utilities report was presented.

2. Councilmember Orlando asked if alcoholic beverages could be allowed in red cups at the Car Show. Chief McEachin responded that an ABC license would be necessary.  The City Manager said that it could be allowed in a confined area or “Beer Garden” such as in the parking lot, with access limited to 21 and over.

3. February 2019 Unemployment Rates:  Dos Palos 10.8%, Los Banos 13.5%.

4. This year’s Fireworks sales permits will be issued to the Dos Palos Athletic Boosters and Valley Christian Center (church), the lottery winner from among three applicants.
5. The Budget will be presented at the May 21, 2019 Council meeting which may be continued until the Budget is approved.  To accommodate various meeting conflicts, the City Council agreed to move the June 18, 2019 City Council meeting to Wednesday, June 26, 2019.
